How do I join the
Moose Legion?

Moose Legion Secretary and he will
mail it to the Moose Legion
Secretary. The Moose Legion
Secretary will verify your eligibility
and process your application. You
will then be notified as to the date,
time and location of the next Moose
Legion conferral ceremony.
